The Metro Gold Line Foothill Extension from Pasadena to Azusa is a $735 million project funded by Los Angeles
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construction. The project is on schedule to be completed in 2015, extending the Metro Gold Line light rail line from

its current terminus in Pasadena along the Foothills of the San Gabriel Valley. The extension includes six stations in

the Cities of Arcadia, Monrovia, Duarte, Irwindale and Azusa. During the four year construction project, the Los

Angeles Economic Development Corporation estimates that the project will generate nearly 7,000 jobs and $1 billion

in economic output for the region.
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
