   Measure R provides a dedicated funding stream, starting in 2010
   The Construction Authority plans to optimize those funds and deliver Phase 2A four years ahead of 

schedule
   The Authority is developing a public-private partnership to accelerate construction ahead of funding
   The public-private partnership will defer payments to design-builder with interest, pending receipt of 

Measure R funds
   This plan will allow construction of Phase 2A to be completed in 2014

   Under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), public agencies are charged with the duty 
to avoid or substantially lessen significant environmental impacts of a construction project where 
feasible.  

   This process is undertaken through an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) – an assessment that 
identifies any potentially significant impacts of a proposed project on the environment, including but 
not limited to:

yy Indicates the manner in which those significant impacts can be avoided or significantly

yy Identifies adverse impacts that cannot be mitigated 
yy Identifies reasonable and feasible alternatives to the proposed project that would eliminate any

Although the Metro Gold Line Foothill Extension Construction Authority prepared and certified the Final 
EIR for the Gold Line Phase 2A Project (from East Pasadena to the Azusa/Glendora border) in 2007, some 
changes are proposed to facility locations that require a Supplemental EIR.  The areas of assessment 
include: 

   The proposed Maintenance and Operations (M&O) Facility designed to support the Metro Gold Line 
and other light-rail transit systems

   Proposed and/or relocated parking facilities at the Monrovia and Irwindale stations
   The realignment of the Mountain Avenue/Duarte Road intersection
   San Gabriel River Bridge Improvements

E N V I R O N M E N T A L  I S S U E S

AIR QUALITY:
Land uses sensitive to air quality within the project vicinity include residential areas, schools, elder care 
facilities, and the City of Hope Comprehensive Cancer Center in Duarte.

CULTURAL RESOURCES:
The historic Monrovia Station in the City of Monrovia is located within the project limits.  The property 
is listed on the California Register of Historic Places and is eligible for listing on the National Register of 
Historic Places.

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS:
The proposed Maintenance & Operations Light Rail Transit Facility (M&O LRT) site in Monrovia contains 
sites identified by the Department of Toxic Substances Control for either the release or handling of 
hazardous materials. The proposed parking facility in Irwindale is located adjacent to a site documented for 
the potential release of hazardous materials.

LAND USE, SOCIOECONOMIC AND COMMUNITY IMPACTS:
The proposed project could result in community impacts, which may include relocations.

NOISE AND VIBRATION:
Noise and vibration sensitive land uses, including residential areas, occur within the project area.

TRANSPORTATION:
The project includes the proposed realignment of the Mountain Avenue/Duarte Road intersection, which 
will result in temporary lane closures.

VISUAL:
The proposed M&O LRT Facility and parking facilities may result 
in impacts to visual resources.

This project is anticipated to require a Supplemental Environmental Impact Report. As described below, the potential 
environmental impacts associated with the project include air quality, cultural resources, hazardous waste/materials, land use, 
community impacts, noise and vibration, and visual resources.
